The ATF or Adult Training Facility is a
program that focuses on increasing independence in Life Skills, Daily Living Skills
and Safety Skills. In recognizing the person centered approach for all, the ATF
provides a less structured environment that works on needed skills in a fun
atmosphere. Simulated work activities are still a focus of the program but are
augmented with many volunteer opportunities that happen in house and in the
community. For example, The individuals of the ATF deliver Westmoreland County
Foodbank food boxes to recipients in the Vandergrift and Mount Pleasant
communities. They also make homemade cards that are sent along to Meals on



celebrating a "national day". One such day was "National Zipper Day", themed
activities were planned, including an art project that was a sweater with a "zipper'
made from a Ziploc bag. This activity then propelled into a conversation about our
favorite local hero and Latrobe native, Mr. Rogers. National theme days, lead the
ATF into all directions that have included the Police Station and Post Office.
